English Proficiency Certificate: Accepted tests include IELTS, TOEFL, PTE, Duolingo, or equivalent.

Personal Statement: Also known as a statement of purpose (SOP) or motivation letter, explaining  
your academic goals and why you want to study abroad.

One or More Academic Reference Letters: Letters from teachers or professors 
supporting your application.
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Proof of Financial Support:  Includes bank statements, sponsor letters,  
or scholarship award letters, required for visa applications.

CV/Resume: Typically needed for postgraduate applications  
or if you have relevant work experience.

Portfolio: Required for creative courses such as architecture, design, fine arts, or media studies.

Standardised Test Scores: Depending on the country and course, you may need: 
	 SAT/ACT for US undergraduate applications. 
	 GRE/GMAT for postgraduate business and engineering programmes.

Medical Examination and Health Insurance: Mandatory for some countries, such as Australia,  
Canada, and the US.

Research Proposal: Required for PhD and some master's, outlining your research objectives.
